A postdoctoral position is available in the laboratory of Ugo Cavallaro at the IFOM-IEO Campus, in Milan, Italy (http://www.ifom-ieo-campus.it/research/cavallaro.php), starting in December 2009 or early 2010.

The group is interested in defining novel functions of adhesion molecules at the molecular and cellular levels using both in vitro systems and animal models.

The project aims at investigating the contribution of certain adhesion molecules to the formation and function of the blood-brain barrier. Gene-targeting strategies in mouse models will be integrated with studies on appropriate cellular systems. The project will entail a tight collaboration with other European groups in the context of an international network recently funded by EU/FP7. The overall aim of the network is to identify novel approaches to transiently modify the barrier properties of the BBB, thus improving drug delivery into the brain.

The IFOM-IEO Campus hosts several top-level research groups in different biomedical fields as well as a wide range of cutting-edge biotechnological facilities.

Strong motivation and research commitment are required, together with a solid background in molecular and cellular biology. Previous experience with mouse and/or in vitro models of BBB will be strongly advantageous.
